




According to the Federal Student Aid website, “Financial Aid is money to help pay for college or career 
school.”

Types of financial aid:

 Grants - money awarded based off need (free money!)

 Scholarships - money can be awarded based off need & merit

 Loans - money borrowed

 Federal Aid - from the federal government

 State Aid - from the state

 Work-Study Jobs - students found eligible for work-study can cover costs of tuition, or extra expenses 
such as books, housing, etc.

 Aid from College or Career School - scholarships or grants given directly from the school

Pay each application fee
Each school has a few extra school specific questions

Coalition App

Similar to Common app, but less schools accept the Coalition (UMCP)
